I.
Welcome and Introductions

Lucia Robles and Katie Gilks were in attendance.  They reported that the $20milliom RFA is still being cleaned up.  As soon as it is completed, she will let us know (SB70 is part of that).

Also, VTEA-1C augmentation will be done by December 2, 2005 (the 10% held back in May will be sent back).  Nick asked about reduction in funding.  Lucia explained it could be from data collection errors.  This will be verified with DPSS.

WIB/One Stop—They are looking for a good faith effort for colleges to invite local WIB to see what they are offering--holding Open House, etc.  Rick asked Lucia to send out a list of guidelines to Julie.

Katie reported on the $50million “Demonstration” project.  Staff is working on the RFA and it will be sent out in the next couple of weeks.

Kevin Fleming from Environmental Scanning presented on Industry Scanning, Partnership Building and Marketing and Branding.  Scott Hammer gave an overview, then Kevin did the Construction portion.  Inland Empire is the fourth largest in new home construction in the nation (FL, TX, CA are top three).  We would need to host a half-day workshop with interested colleges, faculty, ROP, high schools, to present information and identify gaps.
Justin Pardee facilitated a brainstorming session on our regional website.  We broke up into four groups to brainstorm our main objectives.  In summary, we came up with the objective:  “To facilitate and organize communication among consortium members.”  Then we worked in groups to develop “the pieces.”  This was a fantastic, useful, valuable presentation!
