I.
Welcome and Introductions

The meeting was called to order at 10:10 a.m. by Ron Vito and introductions were made by all in attendance (27).

Updates:

CalWORKs
Statewide CalWORKs had a mandatory training session the week of September 19th.  Nine million dollars in funds was restored to this year’s budget.  They have a new logo, and also received a TANF Child Development grant.  All campuses reported numbers are going up.  They have established a relationship with Cal State.
Occupational Deans

Rick Collins reported that three programs were approved:  San Bernardino Valley College-Business Administration certificate program; San Bernardino Valley College-Retail Management certificate program; Mt. San Jacinto-Diagnostic Medical Sonography certificate and degree program.   The Occ Ed Deans will work to develop a tracking system for students once they leave or complete a program.
Contract Education

The new facilitator for Contract Ed will be Robert Levesque.  Many exciting things are happening at the various colleges.  They had a great conference, the next one is Sept, 2006.  The Circle of Excellence Award was initiated for colleges increasing their business-to-business.
CCCAOE

The hotel is sold out for the Fall Conference.  Alternate hotels are available at the same conference rate.  The board meeting will be on Oct. 18th—Rick is unable to represent the region and asked for someone to sit on board meeting for experience—Rick Post volunteered. 
Economic & Workforce Development

Scott Hammer reported there has been a lot of excellent focus on Workforce Preparation.
NCWE
June Yamamoto reported the next conference is in San Antonio October 22-25, 2005.  Shelagh Camak, Wendy Flint and Mary O’Connor will attend.
Statewide Update
Marshall Gartenlaub reported that there is $20 million out there for CTE, waiting for the governor’s signature, for partnerships between community colleges and local K-12 and ROPs.

Regional Consortium Update

Ron Vito went over the agenda from the Consortium Chairs meeting (see Dean’s meeting minutes).  
Outcomes assessment—We had two sessions last year, and will have a follow-up/advanced training, with the first day in Ontario, and a repeat in Cathedral City the second day, dates TBD.

Julie Pehkonen asked about a faculty development workshop—Would the region be interested in sponsoring?  The request is on the website.
Last year, the state reserved $50,000 for the region to do a convening meeting for economic development, focusing on Riverside and San Bernardino counties.  The region has been expecting an RFA to be released regarding these monies.  Kay Ferrier would like to see a “model” in Palo Verde.  Scott will work with them, he has some ideas.

Presentations:
Henry Madrid of Madrid Consulting Service presented Strategic Planning and Market Responsive Tools and Solutions.  He is currently working with San Bernardino CCD for Valley and Crafton Hills colleges.  Rick Collins wants to put together a group from the region to determine needs/interests for this database service.
Bob Frost and Perry Brown from IBEW spoke about apprenticeship programs.  Applicants need English and algebra competency.  Area job needs:  150 new members; 194 current contractors.
